• 250g Chocolate • 30g Golden Syrup

- Cut up Chocolate Bars

• 70g Digestive Biscuits

WHAT YOU’LL NEED
Get baking and create some tasty rocky road. Join Unite and Cumbrae 

Camp at Home on Saturday 23rd May at 1pm for a rocky road 

masterclass. 

1)  In a saucepan melt together the butter, chocolate and golden syrup 

  over a gentle heat stirring constantly. Once melted, remove from the 

  heat and leave to cool for at least 10 minutes. Stir occasionally to 

  help cool. 

2)2)  Whilst cooling, in a large bowl add your marshmallows, broken 

  biscuits and cut up chocolate bars. 

3)  Add the cooled mixture into the large bowl and mix all the 

  ingredients together. 

4)  Tip the mixture into a lined baking tin and spread it out to the 

  corners. You could decorate the top of the rocky road with icing or 

  melted chocolate - maybe even use your village colours to do this. 

    Chill in the fridge for a couple of hours until set. 

5)  Cut the rocky road into small squares and then share with family.
